She also served as Eucharistic
minister at Village North Retirement Home, Christian Hospital Northeast and Our Lady of
Loretto.

Sister Doris retired to Village North Retirement Home in 2005; she and Sister Judith Jung
worked to establish a chapel there so Catholic Mass could be offered at the facility.
